	1. Students talk about different items in a shop, which ones they like best and which ones they don’t like. Students decide the price of objects in the ‘class store’.

· Write the name of ‘your’ shop on the black board. Ask students questions and elicit vocabulary related to what they know about shopping, e.g., ‘Where do you go shopping?’ ‘What do you like to buy at the toy store?’ etc. 

· Place pictures of different items on the board. Ask students ‘Where can we find these things?’ ‘What kind of shop is it?’ ‘How do you know?’ ‘What other types of shops do you know?’ etc.

· Talk about the pictures. Ask students which items they like and which items they don’t like. Compare the items. Ask ‘What is missing from these pictures?’ Elicit cost / price. Explain that a price is how MUCH something is or how MANY dollars it costs.

· Hand out a toy store worksheet to each group and have students decide how much each item costs. Ask groups for their answers.  Write the group answers on the board and then place the real cost of the items next to them. See which group was the closest in answering. If time, explain the idea of a SALE.

2. Students talk about items they like and dislike. In groups students fill in a worksheet with ‘store’ items, descriptions and prices.

· Put the items from ‘your’ shop back on the board with the correct prices. Ask students which items they want to buy and give a reason why, e.g., ‘It is cheaper / bigger / has a good colour.’ etc. Explain the difference between the words cheap, dear and expensive  
· Tell the students there is a SALE on the items. Ask ‘What does SALE mean?’ Elicit that it means the price goes down and the item becomes cheaper. 

· Have each group write the sale price on their sheets from the day before.  
· Ask each group to write a shopping list of items they would like to buy on a shopping sheet.

3. Each group makes up a shopping list of things they want to buy. Each group nominates one person to go shopping and visit other groups.

· Each group will have in their ‘shops’ (at their tables) the sale prices of the items and a set of stickers.  

· Each group chooses one member to ‘go shopping’. They discuss and decide what item they want to buy. 

· The ‘shopper’ walks to other groups and asks how much an item is. The ‘sellers’ respond accordingly. The ‘shopper’ then chooses which ‘store’ they will buy from. 

· The ‘shopper’ gets a sticker from that store, puts it on their shopping sheet and marks how much the sale price was.  

· Groups continue with another ‘shopper’ choosing to buy an item and getting a sticker from a ‘store’.  

· Continue with different people buying and selling until all members of the group have had a chance to be ‘shoppers’ and ‘sellers’.

4. Students fill in ‘shopping’ sheets and write about what they bought.

· Hand back the sheets with the stickers showing what the students chose to buy. Discuss who bought what items and why.

· As a creative writing activity, students may write about the items they bought on worksheet 3 and present it to the class.
