“Ready, Steady, Read!” was a programme aimed at improving literacy within the school and creating a school-based curriculum integrating the General English and NET-based lessons in order to promote a more united English environment within the school. Additional methods were incorporated, including the teaching of high frequency words and explicitly taught phonics skills, and students were matched to book levels individually, thus catering for learner diversity. A project assistant was employed to level all the books in the reading libraries to ensure a comprehensive system whereby students could select books according to their personal level. In order to promote a good reading habit, parents’ workshops were held to educate parents on methods of providing support and scaffolding in the home environment as supplementary teachers in the Home Reading Scheme. Additional activities such as recess games and peer-learning were also introduced to supplement learning.
